The purpose of this course is to provide specialized training in lifestyle witnessing for women in
the local church.

Curriculum Competencies Addressed

Biblical Exposition: To interpret and communicate the Bible accurately.

Christian Theological Heritage: To understand and interpret Christian theological heritage and
Baptist polity for the church.

Disciple Making: To stimulate church health through mobilizing the church for missions,
evangelism, discipleship, and church growth.
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Interpersonal Skills: To perform pastoral care effectively, with skills in communication and
conflict management.

Servant Leadership: To serve churches effectively through team ministry.

Spiritual and Character Formation: To provide moral leadership by modeling and mentoring
Christian character and devotion.

The curriculum competencies addressing in this course are: Biblical Exposition, Disciple
Making, and Spiritual and Character Formation.

This course is designed to thoroughly discuss the nature of witnessing, the personal character of
the witness, and the process of witnessing in order to empower women as personal witnesses and
as leaders in witness training.
