This workshop is an overview of the Professional Doctoral Programs and an
introduction to research writing. It is designed to guide students into intentionally
planning their entire program and to orient them to research/writing skills in preparation
for their remaining seminar work and the project in ministry. The professor for the
workshop will be the Director of the Doctor of Ministry Program. A guest lecturer will
teach the research writing component of the workshop. This workshop must be taken
during a student’s first trimester in the program.

1. Presentation. The professors will guide the students to an understanding of the basic
principles of both the NOBTS Professional Doctoral Programs and basic research writing
skills. Students will make presentations of related assignments.
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2. Group Discussion. Students will dialogue about the Professional Doctoral Programs and
their relationship to their respective ministries.
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3. Individual Assignments. The students will complete assignments related to the philosophy
of the Professional Doctoral Programs, research writing, and the study of Turabian as a
stylistic guide.
