This workshop offers the student guidance in designing a defensible preliminary proposal for
a worthy professional doctoral project. This workshop is offered each trimester and is
concerned principally with conceptualizing and designing the project, discovering resources,
and determining methods and evaluative procedures. Because of the significant work
involved in writing a project proposal, students cannot take more than one on-campus
seminar in addition to this workshop in the same trimester. Each student must take this
workshop at the New Orleans campus and should remain on campus throughout the week the
workshop meets in order to fulfill requirements, utilize the library, and receive personal
guidance from the course professors and his or her Faculty Mentor.

The purpose of this project is to develop a church relocation strategy for Central Baptist Church,
Savannah, Georgia.
