The purpose of this course is to interpret the Book of Genesis and the Book of Exodus.
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Core Value Focus

The course will emphasize the seminary’s current core value focus assigned annually by the
Administrative Council. This year’s core value focus is Mission Focus.
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Curriculum Competencies Addressed
This course will address the following curriculum competencies:

1. Biblical exposition: Students will acquire skills to analyze the Scripture with various
methodologies such as contextual analysis, syntactical analysis, discourse analysis, and
literary analysis.
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2. Theological and historical perspective: Students will develop their theological and
historical perspective as understanding the meaning of the Scripture more precisely.
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3. Spiritual and character formation: Students will recognize that the true understanding of
the Scripture results in the transformation of their lives.
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Course Description

The purpose of this course is to examine selected passages from the first two books of the
Pentateuch: the Book of Genesis and the Book of Exodus, through the exegesis and exposition of
the biblical texts. The emphases are first on the proper understanding of the texts in their Old
Testament settings and then on their relevance and application to the contemporary church.
Prerequisites: Old Testament Survey and Hermeneutics
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Student Learning Qutcomes
The student involved in this course will:

1. Acquire knowledge of historical background, literary structure, and theological
implication of the Book of Genesis and the Book of the Exodus.
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2. Be motivated to study the Scripture by using methodologies which they have been taught
in the class.
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3. Be able to interpret the biblical texts as utilizing the contextual analysis, syntactical
analysis, discourse analysis, and literary analysis.
