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The mission of New Orleans Baptist Theological Seminary is to equip leaders to fulfill
the Great Commission and the Great Commandments through the local church.

Purpose of the Course
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The purpose of this course is to provide students with the general historical background, both
specific and general issues of interpretation of Acts, and the theological message of each chapter
the book of Acts.

Core Value Focus
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The course will emphasize the seminary’s current core value focus assigned annually by
the Administrative Council. This year’s core value focus is ‘mission focus.

Curriculum Competencies
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The seminary has seven key competencies in its academic program. They are Biblical
Exposition, Christian Theological Heritage, Discipleship Making, Interpersonal Skills,
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Servant Leadership, Spiritual and Character Formation, and Worship Leadership. This
course addresses the competency of Biblical Exposition by preparing the student to read
and interpret the Greek New Testament.

Course Description
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A study of the birth, growth, and development of the first century Church as recorded by the
historian, Luke.

Student Learning Outcomes
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A. Cognitive Goals: Knowledge
The student will gain the basic content and message of the Book of Acts and identify and study
the major themes of Acts.

B. Practical Goals: Skills
The student will be able not only to make applications from the theological message of the Book
of Acts, but also write sermon outlines.

C. Affective Goals: Personal Impact

To help the student come face to face in the scripture with the early Christians' experiences in
following Jesus, thus providing a faith building experience for the student.

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Course Teaching Methodology
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The course will involve the following methodologies:
* Lecture

* Discussion

* Group Presentation

Course Requirements
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1. Students are to read the entire Book of Acts thoroughly before the class. Bible test on the
Book of Acts will be given on the first day of class.

2. Students must submit a sermon or bible study outline with CIT(Central Idea of the Text) on a

given passage. This will be due on the last day of class. Different passage will be given to

each student on the first class.

Students are to submit a 3-5 page paper on the Holy Spirit in Acts by Nov. 10, 2015.

4. Final exam will be comprehensive.
