10 Habits of a Successful Student—by Dr. Kendrick

After years of having been a student and teacher I want to take this time to share with you
the 10 habits that will guarantee a radically and permanently improved student life experi-
ence that honors God, edifies the body of Christ, attracts others, and allows you to finish
strong. Plus these habits are beneficial no matter what vocation you choose.
#10. Map out your route. For both new and returning students the
first order of business is to find out: Where you are and where you want
to go. Work with an academic advisor and using your control sheet, map
out your courses. You do not want to pay for more credit hours than nec-
essary. You do not want to stay a day longer than necessary.
#9. Haul yourself to class. Regular attendance in class is

- important for several reasons. First attendance is normally taken.

] Students who exceed the Absence Policy will fail. Second, most

| professors, if not all, include class participation in their grading.
Third, professors vary in their teaching and testing methodology.
Many rely only on blackboard presentation, others lecture and use
~ | blackboard as a supplement. If you miss you may miss out on im-
" portant notes and discussions. Fourth, sometimes life interrupts
your studies. You need to be a good steward and bank your absences for providential hin-
drances (sleeping in doesn’t count). But when life interrupts studies (you're sick, there is a
family emergency or death, you have no way to get to school) contact your professor immedi-
ately. He/she wants to pray for you and will work with you to complete your assignments.
#8. Consult your syllabus. Your syllabus is the contract between you and your
professor. It is your blueprint to 3 success in the class. Timely
course completion is not an option. Employers and professors expect
that you meet due dates and that you follow instructions (grading
rubrics). Read the syllabus thor- oughly and enter due dates in
your smart phone immediately (set alarms). This past semester
several students failed because they "forgot" to take the online
exams on the due date.
#7. Commit to study every day. Paul J. Meyer wrote, “Productivity is never an acci-
dent. It is always the result of a commitment to excellence, intelligent
planning, and focused effort.” Students who succeed are committed to a
study plan. Plan 2 hours a week for each hour in class. If you are tak-
ing 3 hours of class commit to 6 hours of weekly study; 6 hours of class -
commit to 12 hours of weekly study; 12 hours of class commit to 24
hours of weekly study. Study 15 or 30 minutes and then take a 10 minute break. Studies
have shown that you remember the first and last things you study.

#6. Conduct yourself professionally (someone is always watching,
listening, and reading). Do not allow your appearance
to be a hindrance to your witness, success as a student, or
future employment references and opportunities. Dress
appropriately (cut-offs, jeans with holes, pants hanging to
the floor are not acceptable attire for work places), shirt

tucked, hats off, beards trimmed, etc. Behave with respect toward your professors and peers. Address all professors as either
Professor or Doctor and their last name. Likewise, treat your peers as you would want to be treated. Watch what you post on
social media.

#5. Increase your cognitive abilities. You will think faster, focus better, and remember THINK faster
more if you practice the following daily habits. (1) Get adequate sleep. Studies show that you need ... e ot

at least 6 hours of sleep to perform well, (2) Eat healthy, and (3) Exercise daily.

#4. Maintain a teachable spirit. The mark of spiritual maturity is the
presence of a teachable spirit: the desire to continually listen, learn, and apply. The legendary basketball coach
John Wooden stated, “It’s what you learn after you know it all that counts.” Don’t neglect the fundamentals of
maintaining a teachable spirit: spend time with God, read His Word, speak to Him daily, worship Him pri-
vately and corporately.

#3. Live your life with no regrets.
“regret is insight that comes a day too late.” No one brings a di-
ploma to the funeral. You do not want to finish your studies and say
to yourself, “Other sheep I've tended but neglected my own.” Study is not a “me” experience. Rather it is a
“we” experience. Your family is a part of the “we” journey. Leave a legacy without regrets.

#2. Link in with your professors and peers. Get to know them personally. This is the opportunity to develop the

- strong network relationship that will sustain you in your studies and in the future. Professors can
Llnked m provide a lot more than academic support. They want to get to know you

so that they can assist you. Many times they will steer you to ministry
opportunities. Frequently, employers ask your professor to serve as a reference for you.
#1. Remember for whom you are studying. Colossians 3:23 states, “Whatever you do,
work at it with all your heart, as working for the Lord, not for human masters.” Sometimes we

forget that the Holy Spirit attends every class with us. Ask yourself, “Is God getting glory from
my stewardship as a student?”

Drop/Add Deadline

The Drop/Add period is only open without financial tuition
penalty through January 31, 2014 by 5pm for semester
long traditional and bi-weekly courses. Thursday, Friday,
and Saturday (4-meeting hybrid courses) can be dropped
before the second class meeting, February 13, 2013. The
cost to drop/add a course during this period is $20 per
drop and $10 per course addition.

After January 31, 2014 you can withdraw from a course,
for a $50 withdrawal fee, and receive a prorated refund
of tuition.

After May 1, 2014, you may not withdraw from a
course.
