Ministry Opportunities  

The Drop/Add period is only open without       

financial tuition penalty through February 1, 

2013 by 5pm for semester long traditional and 

bi-weekly courses. Thursday, Friday, and       

Saturday (4-meeting hybrid courses) can be 

dropped before the second class meeting,       

February 8, 2013. The cost to drop/add a 

course during this period is $20 per drop and 

$10 per course addition.  
 

 

After February 2, 2013 you can  withdraw 

from a course, for a $50 withdrawal fee, and 

receive a prorated refund of tuition.  
 

 

After May 1, 2013, you may not withdraw 

from a course.
