NGA Alumni Focus — Ben Whittinghill

Ben Whittinghill is a former
NGA student now pursuing
church planting in Vermont.

Ever since Ben and his wife
were married, they believed
that God would give them a
ministry among people who
had little to no exposure to the
gospel. The Whittinghills
envisioned a missionary life in
places like India or China,
among unreached peoples
where less than 3% of the
population are followers of Je-
sus Christ. At the same time,
they appreciated ministries
among the unreached that,
where possible, trained and
equipped indigenous peoples
who already know the culture
and the languages to reach
their own people with the gos-
pel.

Almost 4 years ago, Ben took
Church Evangelism at the
NGA Hub of NOBTS where Dr.
Farmer espoused church plant-
ing as the most highly effective
strategy for evangelism.
Shortly after, a good friend
approached Ben about serving
alongside him in planting a
church in Kennesaw, GA.
Unbeknownst to Ben and his
wife, God was graciously weav-
ing all of these threads of their
story together and preparing
them to embrace His call to the
ministry He was giving them.

About a year after taking

Church Evangelism, they were
made aware to the dire need
for gospel ministry in New
England. Of 14.5 million people
living in New England, only 1-
3% attend an evangelical
church. They discovered that
Vermont is the least religious
and least churched state in the
country. All of this broke their
heart and surprised them,
given the rich spiritual history
of New England. After much
prayer, God revealed to Ben
and his wife that they are to be
indigenous missionaries among
the least reached in our own
country. God called them to
make disciples of Jesus in
Brattleboro, VT, which
according to the executive
director of the Baptist Conven-
tion of New England “could be
one of the darkest cities in all

of America.” Lord-willing,
Ben and his wife will be mov-
ing to Vermont in early
Spring 2014. They believe
that many churches will be
planted and the spiritual
walls of New England will be
rebuilt as disciple-making
disciples are made. They long
to see the revival fires stoked
once again in New England
as disciples and local
churches multiplied across
New England in Jesus’
name. Brothers and sisters,
please pray for the Whitting-
hills and join them in pray-
ing for God to send laborers
into the harvest.

Perhaps God is calling you to
join Him in what He is doing
in Vermont. Would you
prayerfully consider praying,
giving, and/or going with
them?

Ben and his wife Kayla cur-
rently live in Kennesaw, GA
with their two sons, Levi (2)
and Elijah (2 months). Ben
currently serves as the Disci-
pleship Pastor at The City
Church where he is training
and preparing prior to the
Whittinghills’ move to Ver-
mont.
