The following
article presents the
findings of original
research he conducted
during the Fall 2012
Semester for Dr. Peter
Kendrick. Carter’s
findings point to an alarm-
ing issue within the walls
of the correctional system.
Pray for Carter and his
classmates as they serve as
missionaries to this unique
community.

A survey was conducted
in order to discover the
beliefs of prisoners in
regards to universalism.
Universalism is simply the
belief that all people will
eventually be admitted into
heaven. Questionnaires
were distributed to 332
inmates and 197 of them
responded, representing
(59.3%) of the population.
The age range of the

twenty to seventy-two,
with the average being
forty-two. Racially, the
respondents consisted of
African American
(51.3%), Caucasian
(41.1%), Hispanic (3%),
Asian (0.5%) and Native
American (0.5%). One
hundred sixty-three re-
spondents (86.2%).
indicated that they were
evangelical. One hundred
sixty-four respondents
(85.9%) affirmed a belief
in an existence after death.
An analysis of the
results revealed that 19%
of the evangelical
respondents indicated
being universalists. The
results further revealed
that (11%) of the evangeli-
cal respondents do not
believe in life after death.
Also, the comparison of
evangelical universalists
and Christian church
attendance revealed that

eight (50%) evangelical
universalists were
attendees of Christian
church services.

Surprisingly, a large
majority of prisoners
(86.2%) hold evangelical
beliefs, while (19%) of
these evangelicals are in
fact universalists. This
result reveals that there is
something lacking in
regards to either what is
meant by Christ being the
only way for salvation or
the reality of hell. Even
more surprising is the
fact that 50% of prisoners
who are universalists
attend Christian church
services. The question is,
what could be the cause
of such distortion? Could
it possibly be inadequate
teaching of Christian
doctrines of Christian
Orthodoxy in the church?
This is the question
worth pursing for the
right answer.
