   This spring, Jessica has al-

ready spent time in Slovenia, 

Portugal and Haiti with ISF.

In Slovenia, the ISF goes ski-

ing and snowboarding each 

day in order to encounter peo-

ple on the slopes and encour-

age them to visit  gotques-

tions.org. Portugal is Jessica's 

favorite project, as the team 

works with a local basketball 

club to host a week-long bas-

ketball camp for underprivi-

leged children in the local 

neighborhood. In April,   

Jessica traveled to Haiti for 

the first time to work with a 

non-profit which seeks to im-

prove life within the commu-

nity of Neply. They reach out 

to children with special needs, 

as well as provide food, educa-

tional, and sports programs 

throughout the community.
