Course Requirements

you to read through the entire Bible in the coming year. As part of the New Testament class,

you will be expected to participate in the Seminary reading plan. When I have done this in

the past, I have always been fascinated with the New Testament and Old Testament parallels

and connections that show up in the readings. I am looking forward to seeing how this

reading schedule will enhance our study of the Greek New Testament. A full copy of the

reading plan is posted on my web site listed under NOBTS Read Through the Bible - Fall

Schedule.

Vocabulary

Learn the assigned vocabulary words in each lesson. You have two or more lessons
each week. There is one vocabulary quiz each week, so you are to learn the vocabulary as
the lessons are assigned. Review the vocabulary before you come to class on Monday. You
must master the vocabulary. Vocabulary tests are comprehensive. Mounce has additional
vocabulary tools that will help you immensely. Use them!

Weekly Quizzes

The weekly quizzes will be cumulative and will include vocabulary and grammar
questions. Cumulative means that each quiz will contain material from the previous weeks. Your
knowledge of Greek needs to be cumulative, so the tests have to be cumulative. There will be no
make-up for quizzes and late arriving students will not be able to take the quiz. You will be able
to drop some of the quiz scores. The weekly quizzes carry so much weight because they replace
two or three sectional exams.

Absences



Students are allowed nine hours of absences for a three hour class. Smart students do not
take unnecessary absences in a language class. Students must be present and on time for each
class period and must remain in class until the end of the class period. Three tardies or three
early departures equal one hour of absence. Absences affect class participation grades.
Excessive absences result in an automatic “F.”

Contact Information

Given my schedule and the time I spend in prison (I get Monday’s off for work release),
the best way to get in touch with me is by e-mail. I strive mightily to respond to all e-mails
within 24 hours. My response might be just three or four words, but I will respond. If you do
not hear from me within 24 hours, it probably means that I did not get your e-mail. Let me repeat
that. If you do not receive a response to an e-mail you sent me within 24 hours, something
is wrong. Try sending the e-mail again or calling me and leaving a message. Don’t assume
that I received your message.

How to do well in this class

This class is fast paced and may cover a number of topics that you have never been
exposed to (grammar and strange tenses in a foreign language). If you fall behind, it will be
almost impossible to catch up with the material. You can do well in this class by following one
simple practice. Study for an hour or so every day and review your vocabulary several times
every day. If you wait until Sunday or Monday to study for Tuesday, you will not do well in
the class. I have taught this class to a wide range of students over the years and the single
biggest predictor of an “A” in the class is regular and daily study. You cannot learn a language
in one block of study once a week. You must study daily for repeated and short periods of time.

Take advantage of all the additional tools Mounce gives you. You have a CD in the back of your
book with chapter reviews and spoken vocabulary tools. Use all of them. Mounce’s web site also
has a wide range of fonts and additional tools. You should make a practice of using all of them.
