5. Servant Leadership- The professor will teach that servant leadership is a crucial aspect of those
mvolved in urban missions

2. Servant Leadership- Students will examine leadership styles of mission leaders through history.

Course Description

This seminar examines the future of urban missions in light of its biblical and theological foundations,

history, and contemporary implementation. Trends of global urbanization are examined with an
emphasis on their impact on missions.
