Course Description 

This colloquium is designed to direct students majoring in Evangelism in the Doctor of 

Philosophy program in foundational readings related to the field of church growth.  

 

Student Learning Outcomes 
At the conclusion of the colloquium, the students should be able to: 

1.  Communicate a broad understanding of materials related to church growth. 

2. Develop a literature review for their oral exam in the area of church growth. 

 

Course Teaching Methodology 

Guided by the professor, this colloquium is a resource-driven learning experience that involves 

the selection and reading of texts germane to selected issues in church growth. Also, the 

colloquium provides an opportunity for the student to explore potential research projects for a 

dissertation.  

 

During the first week of the colloquium, the student will be assigned various books to read and 

present to the colloquium.

Sessions Two - Four (Oct. 1, Nov. 12, and Dec. 3): 

In seminar sessions 2-4, each student will discuss two books per session. Each student will be 

responsible for reading the books assigned to him. Assignments will be made during the first 

class session. Each student will write a 5 page review of the assigned books. Copies will be 

emailed to the professor and the students in the class. 

1. Each student has 2 books for which he is responsible for each session. 

2. Each student will be responsible for leading the discussion of his assigned books.   

3. Each student preparing a written review should write with the knowledge that fellow students 

will want a quality review. The review will need to include the following components: data on 

the author, summary of the contents, the place of the book in the field (particular contribution to 

the field), and overall evaluation including strengths and any weaknesses of the book.  

 

Evaluation of Grade 
The colloquium is a Pass/Fail course.  Grades will be determined by the professor's evaluation of 

the student's written work and oral presentations, taking into account style, critical thinking, 

design, subject coverage and other related matters.
