Course Description
This seminar is designed for intensive exegetical work in the Book of Isaiah. Attention is given to the issues of the
prophetic phenomenon in the ancient Near East, background, history of interpretation, language, theology, and
current scholarship related to the book.  

Student Learning Outcomes
In order to interpret and communicate the Bible accurately, the student, by the end of the course should:
1. Understand the meaning of book of Isaiah in its original context.
2. Demonstrate advanced skills in conducting exegetical research.
3. Understand the state of research and historical meaning of the material of Isaiah.
4. Appreciate the relevance of exegetical study of Isaiah based on the Hebrew text.
5. Demonstrate skill in using the Hebrew text of Isaiah and applying sound interpretive principles toward solid

exegesis of the text.

Course Teaching Methodology 
This course will use a combination of pedagogical methods, including the following:
1. The professor will employ the lecture method to introduce the seminar.
2. The student will prepare and present critical reviews of books and articles related to critical issues of Isaiah.
3. The student will prepare and present background studies related to critical issues in Isaiah, such as authorship,

historical setting, and theological themes of the book.
4. The student will translate, outline, and analyze an assigned portion of Isaiah.
5. The student will prepare and present a major seminar paper related to Isaiah.
6. The student will serve as the major critic for a fellow student’s major seminar paper, focusing on form, style,

and content.
7. The student will serve as a minor critic for all seminar papers of fellow students (excluding the critique of the

fellow student in # 5 above), focusing on form, style, and content.
8. The student will complete a final examination.
